Question: you’ve made a beautiful quilt top, selected 
backing fabric, neither fabric suits both sides of the 
quilt. 
Solution: 2-sided aka “split” binding. 
Tutorial by: Carol L. 
Supplies: 
-small project to bind. IE hot pad, placemat-2 strips of 
fabric. 1” and 1 7/8”-matching thread-Cut Strips cut to 
length required to go around your quilt + 10”  
-Matching Thread -Pins/Wonder clips 
-sewing machine & cord  
-ironing station supplied
